There was no discussion and in accordance with the bylaws the motion was tabled until the May meeting at which time it will be voted upon

MOTION TO AMEND THE FPM BYLAWS
Words eliminated are shown as a strikethroughs – Words added are shown as bold/italics 

Article IV – Representation

2. Officers
Treasurer – Shall be responsible to the president and the Board of Directors for managing the financial affairs of the Club and for maintaining the financial records of the Club, including an inventory of the Club’s physical assets. The treasurer shall collect all monies and other things of value due, payable or donated to the Club and disburse Club funds as determined by the Board of Directors. The treasurer shall maintain the Club checking account Club’s cash accounts and report disbursements and the account balance balances at the general membership meetings.

Newsletter Editor – Shall be responsible for publishing and distributing the monthly newsletter to the membership using a media the membership has chosen, hard copy, electronic or both. A hard copy newsletter shall be used for communicating to the membership proposed amendments to the bylaws and notification of a recall vote.
Web Site Administrator – Shall be responsible for development, maintenance and currency of the club web site as required by club business, events and other activities.
Article VI – Financial Control and Expenditure Authority

2. Bank Account Cash Accounts – The Club’s bank account cash accounts shall be in the name of the Fern Prairie Modelers Club and limited to insured products available from commercial banking and thrift organizations.
3. Signature Authority - The president, vice president, secretary and treasurer shall have the authority to sign checks  drawn on the Club bank account disburse funds from the club’s cash accounts.
Article X – Bylaw Amendments

Bylaw amendments may be made through a motion brought at any general membership meeting. All motions for bylaw amendments shall be tabled until the next general membership meeting. The proposed amendment will be distributed through the newsletter, either hard copy or electronically, to all members. Proposed amendments shall be included in the minutes of the club’s general membership meetings and posted on the club web site. The motion for the proposed amendment shall be brought to the floor for a vote at the next general membership meeting. Approval requires a majority vote of those attending the general membership meeting. Amendments to the FPM Special Field Regulations are specifically exempted from this article. The Board of Directors shall have the authority to amend these regulations without notice.
